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WERNER WOLFEN > Donor

As a Jewish child in Nazi Berlin, Werner Wolfen experienced profound injus-
tice and oppression early in Tife. One November evening in 1938, Werner and
his young sister were terrorized as Nazi stormtroopers destroyed their neigh-
borhood synagogue, and attacked, beat, kidnapped and killed hundreds of the
children’s neighbors.

The family barely escaped the Reich alive. Werner and his family fled the Nazis
on a ship through the Panama Canal, arriving in the United States as refugees
to face a new and daunting struggle—a struggle faced by hundreds of thousands
of international refugees seeking access to freedom and safety in America.

Like today’s refugees and immigrants, the Wolfen family worked hard to overcome
overwhelming barriers of language, culture, trauma, and discrimination. Yet despite
these obstacles, Werner earned a degree in law from the University of California
at Berkeley, and over the next fifty years, helped build Irell & Manella into one
of the premier law firms in California, rising to senior partner and concentrating
on tax and entertainment law with a client roster that included A&M Records, Herb
Alpert, Jerry Moss, and the Carpenters.

Today, Werner stands as one of the city’s most generous and compassionate
philanthropic visionaries whose steadfast commitment to the pursuit of human
rights and social justice inspires a new generation of lawyers, activists,
and philanthropists.

Werner and his wife Mimi chose to make a leadership gift that sparked the
Family Caregiver Project’s transformation into a pioneering, multidisciplinary
initiative.
